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THE CONCEPT OF LIFE ACHIEVEMENTS
AND SUCCESS IN MODERN PSYCHOLOGY

Abstract

Statement of the problem. The article analyzes contemporary psychological understandings of life achievements
and success. Special attention is paid to the theoretical distinction between these concepts, as well as to clarifying
the psychological foundations that ensure the formation of life achievements as personally significant formations,
integrated into the structure of identity and possessing a personality-developing potential in the context of a chang-
ing social reality.

The purpose of the article is to analyze and systematize contemporary psychological conceptualizations regard-
ing the distinctions between life achievements and success.

Methodology (materials and methods). The research theory employs methods of analysis, comparison, gener-
alization, systematization, and theoretical interpretation of Russian and foreign scientific sources dedicated to the
issues of life achievements and success.

Research results. Analysis of modern psychological concepts has revealed fundamental differences between
externally oriented success and life achievements related to the type of activity regulation. The analysis of contem-
porary psychological concepts shows that an individual’s orientation primarily towards external, socially defined
criteria of success correlates with external and introjected forms of activity regulation and does not ensure the inclu-
sion of activity outcomes into the individual’s identity structure. At the same time, it is shown that life achievements
are formed under autonomous, particularly integrated, activity regulation, where activity goals are internalized and
aligned with the individual’s value-meaning structure. In this case, achievements are integrated into the ‘self’ struc-
ture, contribute to the preservation of personal identity during life changes, and are accompanied by the complexi-
fication of the human psychological system.

Conclusion. The obtained results expand the understanding of the differences between life achievements and
success in modern psychology. The theoretical analysis conducted allows for the substantiation of fundamental dif-
ferences in their psychological content, and also emphasizes the significance of value-semantic and subjective foun-
dations of activity for the formation of life achievements.
