Abstract

Statement of the problem. The high dynamics, uncertainty, and crisis nature of modern society require from a
person not just adaptation, but a proactive construction of a life trajectory, which actualizes the study of the phe-
nomenon of psychological readiness for life changes.

The purpose of the article is to develop a structural and content model of psychological readiness for life chang-
es based on a theoretical and methodological analysis of existing approaches, and to determine the psychological
and pedagogical conditions for its formation.

Methodology (materials and methods). The theoretical and methodological basis is formed by the subject-ac-
tivity, existential-humanistic, and cognitive-behavioral approaches. Systemic anthropological psychology serves as
an integrating framework. The main method is a theoretical and methodological analysis and synthesis of scientific
literature on the problem.

Research results. An analysis of the main theoretical approaches made it possible to differentiate between
the concepts of ‘readiness for activity’ and ‘readiness for life changes’. The author’s structural and content model
is developed, including eight interrelated components: value-semantic, cognitive, emotional-regulatory, motiva-
tional-volitional, operational-behavioral, socio-psychological, personal maturity component, and temporal com-
ponent. The psychological and pedagogical conditions and methods aimed at the proactive formation of readiness
for change are systematized.

Conclusion. Psychological readiness for life changes is a complex, multidimensional personal formation that
ensures a person’s ability to proactively and meaningfully transform their life path. Its formation is a strategic task
of psychological and pedagogical practice and requires the complex application of developmental methods that take
into account age specifics and are aimed at developing all components of the model. The author personally con-
ducted the theoretical analysis, carried out the conceptualization of the notion, developed a structural model, and
systematized the conditions for its formation.
